Concise Edition :  An overview of the Bible’s teaching for new and 
young believers.  For either new or young Christians.  Suitable to 
give to non-Christian friends.   Has study series based on it.

Foundations Edition :  A compilation of the Bible’s teaching for 
believers consolidating their faith.  For newer Christians.
Study series based on it is ideal for studies with newer believers.

Intermediate Edition :  A compilation of the Bible’s teaching 
for believers growing in the faith.  For Christians wanting to 
build on a basic understanding of the faith.

Study series based on it is excellent for Bible study groups.

Comprehensive Edition : A compilation of 
the Bible’s teaching for believers established 
in the faith. For a comprehensive knowledge 
of the faith. Useful as a study or a devotional 
tool - and preparing talks.

Studies are ideal for studying topics in more detail.

In-Depth Edition :  A compilation of the Bible’s teaching for teachers 
and students of the Bible.  For Christians keen to gain a deep 
understanding of their faith.

Introduction to Part E.  Relating to God

The Bible has much to say about what is our most important relationship –
our relationship with God. As well as saying what is required to begin this 
relationship, the Bible contains practical instructions on how we should 
relate to God. These show our relationship with God to be a personal one in 
which we can know him.

Overview of the Foundations Study Series

This series of studies aims to present a compilation of the Bible’s teachings 
in a clear and readable order. There are eight booklets in the series, based on 
the eight parts of the book The Bible Unpacked - Foundations Edition. Each 
booklet has five chapters, with questions added. 

See the Appendix for a full listing of all the topics. Note that studying
booklets alternatively from the two major divisions (What to Know and What 
to Do) would add variety.

The material contains Bible verses. Before the verses are headings, which 
reflect what the verses say – in particular the parts of the verses in italics. 
Comments are in Comic Sans MS font and introduced with a hand symbol (�*).

The verses often have a brief introduction. Usually these state who is 
speaking and often who they are speaking to. Apart from God and Jesus 
Christ, the main speakers are:

 Moses – who lead the Israelites out of Egypt and taught them God’s laws;

 David – Israel’s greatest king who wrote many of the psalms, most of 
which are essentially prayers;

 Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel and other prophets – who spoke to the 
people of Israel on God’s behalf; and

 Paul, Peter, John and other leaders of the early church – who spoke to 
various groups and wrote letters to believers.

Much care has been taken to interpret the verses in the light of both the 
passage they are from and Scripture as a whole. Nevertheless, if you 
encounter a verse that is used to teach something that is contrary to or goes 
beyond your understanding, read the section in the Bible from which it is 
taken and also consider how its teaching fits in with Scripture as a whole.

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�¾Praise God for his salvation through Jesus Christ

[Zechariah, speaking of the salvation that would come through Jesus:]
Praise the Lord, the God of Israel! He has come to save his people. 69Our 
God has given us a mighty Savior from the family of David his servant.    
Luke 1:68–69  CEV

�¾Note:  Rejoice when giving praise and thanks to God …

Sing to God! Sing praises to his name! Exalt the one who rides on the 
clouds! For the LORD is his name! Rejoice before him!    Psalms 68:4 NET

You godly ones, rejoice in the LORD! Give thanks to his holy name.    
Psalms 97:12 NET

[ �* To rejoice is to be glad or joyful. When giving praise and thanks to God 
we focus on him, his promises and the wonderful things he has done. (These 
include things he has done: in the world; for others; and for ourselves, 
including his many blessings). In doing so we cannot help but be filled with 
joy, and so we rejoice.]

… Moreover, rejoice in God always

[Ethan, speaking to God of worshipers:] They rejoice in your name all day 
long, and are vindicated by your justice.    Psalms 89:16 NET

[Paul, to believers:] May you always be joyful in your union with the Lord
[Jesus]. I say it again: rejoice!  - Philippians 4:4 GNT
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Suggestions For Study Groups

Preliminary matters:

 Beforehand the leader should: check the context of any verses they are not 
familiar with; and review the questions. If need be, they should compose 
questions more applicable to the group.

 Each person should have a Bible, in case they need to check the context of 
a verse. It would also be helpful to have Bible commentaries on hand.

 Pray before beginning the study. Ask God for help in understanding the 
meaning of the verses and to affect your lives through them. Also pray 
together at the end.

Doing the study:

 Ideally, read the material and answer the questions prior to the meeting. 
Then share answers and discuss any issues arising from the material in the 
meeting.

 Alternatively, read the material and answer the questions in the meeting –
reading either aloud as a group or individually (prior to sharing answers). 
If reading as a group, try having one person read the headings, another 
read the verses and another read the comments. Additionally, a fourth 
person could read the Bible references.

 Answers need not be limited to only what is mentioned in the material.

 The group should feel free to diverge from the study if related issues arise.

General or Concluding questions:

If time permits, conclude with one or more of the following questions:

 What is something that you either:  did not know before; gained greater 
insight into; or needed reminding of?

 What verse would be helpful to memorize and bear in mind during the 
next week?

 In taking the verses seriously, is there anything you should change in:
(a) how you relate to God or to other people; or
(b) any other area of your life (e.g. attitudes, values or behavior)?
Are there any specific steps you could take to do this?
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21.  Being Right with God

[�* In using the expression “right with God”, this section has in view being 
made righteous in God’s eyes, which involves the forgiveness of one’s sins. 
As such, it also means that we are at peace with God. The outcome of this 
is salvation (from eternal death) and eternal life.]

�¾Believe in God and seek him

But without faith no one can please God. We must believe that God is real 
and that he rewards everyone who searches for him.    Hebrews 11:6 CEV

�¾Turn from sin to God and believe in Jesus Christ

[Paul:] To Jews and Gentiles alike I gave solemn warning that they should 
turn from their sins to God and believe in our Lord Jesus.    Acts 20:21 GNT

�¾Believe in Jesus Christ for forgiveness of sins …

All the prophets spoke about him [Jesus], saying that all who believe in him 
will have their sins forgiven through the power of his name.    Acts 
10:43 GNT

[ �* We need to believe Jesus Christ to be the means of forgiveness of sins, 
with what he accomplished by his death. As such, we are to trust in him for 
God’s forgiveness of our own sins. In doing so we are considered righteous by
God and also granted eternal life – as shown in the following two subsections.]

… As such, belief in Jesus Christ makes one righteous before God

But now apart from the law the righteousness of God (which is attested by 
the law and the prophets) has been disclosed — 22namely, the righteousness 
of God through the faithfulness of Jesus Christ for all who believe.    
Romans 3:21–22a NET

�¾Moreover, anyone who believes in Jesus Christ will have eternal life

[Jesus:]  As Moses lifted up the bronze snake on a pole in the desert, in the 
same way the Son of Man must be lifted up, 15so that everyone who believes 
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… and give thanks to God always

Always give thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our 
Lord Jesus Christ.    Ephesians 5:20 NCV™

Always rejoice, 17constantly pray, 18in everything give thanks. For this is 
God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.    1 Thessalonians 5:16–18 NET

�¾Praise God because of his greatness and deeds …

Praise God because he is great!    Deuteronomy 32:3b NCV™

Praise the LORD, the God of Israel! He alone does these wonderful things.    
Psalms 72:18 GNT

… and praise God for his wisdom and knowledge

Who can measure the wealth and wisdom and knowledge of God? Who can 
understand his decisions or explain what he does? 34“Has anyone known 
the thoughts of the Lord or given him advice? …36… Praise the Lord 
forever! Amen.    Romans 11:33–34, 36b CEV

�¾Praise God for his love and faithfulness

[David, to God:] I will sing praises to you before foreigners! 10For your 
loyal love extends beyond the sky, and your faithfulness reaches the clouds.    
Psalms 57:9b–10 NET

�¾Praise God for his creative work …

“Our Lord and God! You are worthy to receive glory, honour, and power. 
For you created all things, and by your will they were given existence and 
life.”    Revelation 4:11 GNT

… and thank God for his provision

They [the disciples] also had a few small fish. After giving thanks for these, 
he [Jesus] told them to serve these as well.    Mark 8:7 NET
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25.  Exalting God

�¾Glorify God by how you live …

So whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do everything for the 
glory of God.    1 Corinthians 10:31 NET

[ �* God’s people are identified with him and so their lives are in a sense a 
reflection on God. Thus they should seek to do everything in a way that will 
bring glory to God.]

… and so do not dishonor God by your actions

[Agur:] But if I am poor, I might steal and bring disgrace on my God.    
Proverbs 30:9b GNT

[ �* By ungodly actions God’s people can bring dishonor to God. This is 
particularly so when the actions are known to other people, as it publicly 
reflects badly on God as the one to whom his people belong.]

�¾Glorify and honor God by thanksgiving and praise

[Nebuchadnezzar:] Then I gave praise to the Most High God; I gave honor 
and glory to him who lives forever. God’s rule is forever, and his kingdom 
continues for all time.    Daniel 4:34b NCV™

[David:] I will praise God in a song and will honor him by giving thanks.    
Psalms 69:30 NCV™

�¾Praise God constantly …

Let us, then, always offer praise to God as our sacrifice through Jesus, 
which is the offering presented by lips that confess him as Lord.    Hebrews 
13:15 GNT

[David:] I will praise the LORD at all times; my mouth will continually 
praise him.    Psalms 34:1 NET
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in him may have eternal life. 16For God loved the world so much that he 
gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not die but 
have eternal life.    John 3:14–16 GNT

[ �* Note that in v. 14 Jesus is referring to his own death.]

�¾One needs to be open to believing and responding

Jesus called a child over and had the child stand near him. 3Then he said [to 
his disciples]: I promise you this. If you don’t change and become like a 
child, you will never get into the kingdom of heaven. 4But if you are as 
humble as this child, you are the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.    
Matthew 18:2–4 CEV

[ �* This refers to the humility, openness and receptiveness of little 
children. These characteristics are required to believe Jesus’ message and 
enter God’s kingdom.]

�¾Reasons for assurance of being right with God

But if we confess our sins to God, he can always be trusted to forgive us 
and take our sins away.    1 John 1:9 CEV

[John, to fellow believers:] We know that we have left death and come over 
into life; we know it because we love our brothers and sisters. Whoever 
does not love is still under the power of death. …18My children, our love 
should not be just words and talk; it must be true love, which shows itself in 
action. 19This, then, is how we will know that we belong to the truth; this is 
how we will be confident in God’s presence.    1 John 3:14, 18–19 GNT

�¾We also need to obey God, as obedience accompanies belief …

And by the command of the eternal God it [the message about Christ] is 
made known to all nations that they might believe and obey.    Romans 
16:26b NCV™

[�* Here Paul associates obedience with belief. Obedience is vital for acting 
in a way that is consistent with both our belief and being considered 
righteous by God.]
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… Likewise, good deeds are an essential part of true faith

His [Abraham’s] faith and his actions worked together; his faith was made 
perfect through his actions. …26So then, as the body without the spirit is 
dead, so also faith without actions is dead.    James 2:22a, 26 GNT

�¾Note:  We have been freed from the law to live by the Holy Spirit …

[Paul, to believers:] In the past, the law held us like prisoners, but our old 
selves died, and we were made free from the law. So now we serve God in a 
new way with the Spirit, and not in the old way with written rules.    
Romans 7:6 NCV™

[�* Through what Jesus Christ has accomplished, God’s people have been 
freed from the Mosaic Law (that God gave through Moses) as the means of 
being right with him. We are instead to live by his Spirit. Living by the 
Holy Spirit involves: being both alert to and responsive to the Spirit’s 
guidance; and relying on the Spirit’s power, to help us and change us. Along 
with this, our minds should be focused on things of the Spirit (as per 
Romans 8:5 in the following subsection).]

… So instead of living by our sinful human nature, we are to live by 
the Holy Spirit

[Paul, to believers:] Now we do not live following our sinful selves, but we 
live following the Spirit. 5Those who live following their sinful selves think
only about things that their sinful selves want. But those who live following 
the Spirit are thinking about the things the Spirit wants them to do.    
Romans 8:4b–5 NCV™

[Paul, to believers:] What I say is this: let the Spirit direct your lives, and 
you will not satisfy the desires of the human nature.    Galatians 5:16 GNT

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�¾Ask earnestly and persistently

[A psalmist:] I cried out with all my heart, “Answer me, O LORD!    Psalms 
119:145a NET

Jesus told his disciples a story about how they should keep on praying and 
never give up: …    Luke 18:1 CEV

�¾Do not doubt but believe that what you ask will be granted

Jesus answered, “I assure you that if you believe and do not doubt, you will 
be able to do what I have done to this fig tree. And not only this, but you 
will even be able to say to this hill, ‘Get up and throw yourself in the sea,’ 
and it will. 22If you believe, you will receive whatever you ask for in 
prayer.”    Matthew 21:21–22 GNT

[ �* Belief is vital in making requests of God, particularly in regard to things 
that seem impossible, as Jesus figuratively points out (v. 21). But belief is 
not merely making yourself “believe” what you do not really believe. 
Instead, it involves an understanding of God’s will and genuinely trusting in 
God to fulfill his will. (Zondervan NIV Bible Commentary)]

�¾Note:  God answers those who obey and please him …

[John, to believers:] And God gives us what we ask for because we obey 
God’s commands and do what pleases him.    1 John 3:22 NCV™

… and God grants anything we ask that is in accordance with his will

[John, to believers:] We have courage in God’s presence, because we are 
sure that he hears us if we ask him for anything that is according to his 
will. 15He hears us whenever we ask him; and since we know this is true, we 
know also that he gives us what we ask from him.    1 John 5:14–15 GNT

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22.  Having Faith in God

�¾Have faith in God

Jesus said to his disciples, “Have faith in God!    Mark 11:22 ISV

�¾To have faith in God believe in him (and what he says) …

[Peter, to believers:] Through Christ you believe in God, who raised Christ 
from the dead and gave him glory. So your faith and your hope are in God.    
1 Peter 1:21 NCV™

[�* This verse links belief with faith. As such it reflects that having faith in 
God involves believing in him. Such belief includes believing what he says.]

… and trust in God

Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not rely on your own 
understanding.    Proverbs 3:5 NET

[ �* Trusting in God is a key part of having faith in God. Having faith in God 
can be defined as believing and trusting God. For we are to believe in God 
and what he says, and also confidently trust in him and what he says in 
regard to our own lives. One could say having faith means that: in our minds 
we are to believe and in our hearts we are to trust.]

�¾Have faith that God will fulfill what he promises

[Paul, to men sailing on a ship with him in a bad storm:] And now I advise 
you to keep up your courage, for there will be no loss of life among you, 
but only the ship will be lost. 23For last night an angel of the God to whom I 
belong and whom I serve came to me 24and said, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul! 
You must stand before Caesar, and God has graciously granted you the 
safety of all who are sailing with you.’ 25Therefore keep up your courage, 
men, for I have faith in God that it will be just as I have been told.    Acts 
27:22–25 NET
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�¾Know God, which is linked to obeying his commands

We can be sure that we know God if we obey his commands. 4Anyone who 
says, “I know God,” but does not obey God’s commands is a liar, and the 
truth is not in that person.    1 John 2:3–4 NCV™

�¾Pray to God, as a caring father

Therefore, this is how you should pray: ‘Our Father in heaven, may your 
name be kept holy.    Matthew 6:9 ISV

[Jesus, to a crowd:] Bad as you are, you know how to give good things to 
your children. How much more, then, will your Father in heaven give good 
things to those who ask him!    Matthew 7:11 GNT

[ �* Having a holy and loving Father in heaven should inspire us to make 
requests of him, doing so in awareness of him being such a Father.

Bear in mind that praying to God is a key aspect of communing with him, 
the topic of this section. Various aspects of prayer are discussed in the 
remaining subsections in this section.]

�¾Pray in the Holy Spirit

[Jude, to believers:] But you, dear friends, must continue to build 
yourselves up on your most holy faith. Pray in the Holy Spirit, …  Jude 
1:20 ISV

[ �* Having the Holy Spirit, believers are to pray “in the Holy Spirit”. As 
such we are to consciously rely on the Holy Spirit’s help in our prayers.]

�¾Ask for things in Jesus Christ’s “name”

[Jesus, to his disciples:] I tell you the truth, my Father will give you 
anything you ask for in my name. …26In that day you will ask the Father for 
things in my name. I mean, I will not need to ask the Father for you.    John 
16:23b, 26 NCV™

[�* In Jewish thought, a person’s name represented or reflected their 
whole person – including their nature, authority and purpose/s. As such, to 
ask in Jesus Christ’s “name” is to do so in accordance with all that his name 
signifies. It is prayer that is consistent with Jesus Christ himself and his 
purposes – and made on his authority.]

24.  Communing with God

�¾Seek God, with all your heart – and you will find him

Now seek the LORD your God wholeheartedly and with your entire being!    
1 Chronicles 22:19a NET

[Moses, to the Israelites:] If from there you will seek the LORD your God, 
then you will find him if you seek him with all your heart and soul.    
Deuteronomy 4:29 ISV

[ �* Seeking typically involves intense effort, which is very much applicable 
to seeking God and fellowship with him. Seeking God also requires prayer, 
worship and obedience. Additionally, it involves persistently focusing on 
God – as per the following subsection.]

�¾Persistently focus on God

[David, to God:] I remember you while I’m lying in bed; I think about you 
through the night.    Psalms 63:6 NCV™

�¾Come before God, meeting with him …

[Moses, to leaders of Israel:] … when all of Israel comes to appear before 
the LORD your God at the place that he’ll choose, read this Law aloud to 
them.    Deuteronomy 31:11 ISV

[ �* Just as the Israelites at times together came before God, believers can 
come before God both as a group and individually, in awareness of his 
presence. As such, we meet with him. Individual Christians typically set 
aside some time everyday to do this, focusing fully on God. Generally this 
involves reading the Bible, prayer and even meditation.]

… and continue to live before God

He has told you, O man, what is good, and what the Lord really wants from 
you: He wants you to promote justice, to be faithful, and to live obediently 
before your God.    Micah 6:8 NET

[ �* We are to constantly live before God in the sense of living in awareness 
of his presence, companionship, help and awareness of how we live. As such 
we should think, speak and act accordingly.]
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�¾Have faith that God will care for you

And what more shall I say? For time will fail me if I tell of Gideon, Barak, 
Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets. 33Through faith 
they conquered kingdoms, administered justice, gained what was promised, 
shut the mouths of lions, 34quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the 
sword, gained strength in weakness, became mighty in battle, put foreign 
armies to flight, 35and women received back their dead raised to life.       
Hebrews 11:32–35a NET

[ �* Various people of God are shown here to have had faith that God would 
take care of them when facing the threat of things such as powerful rulers 
and their forces, wild beasts, fire and the sword.]

�¾Have faith that God will do what you ask

[David:] LORD, in the morning you will hear me; in the morning I will 
present my case to you and then wait expectantly for an answer.    Psalms 
5:3 NET

�¾Additionally, put your hope in God

Place your hope in the LORD, O Israel, both now and forever.  Psalms 
131:3 ISV

[ �* Hope for a believer involves an assurance of their future, based on the 
truth of God’s promises. It is not merely optimism with no real basis. (NSB)]

�¾In particular, set your hope on God’s timely care …

[Paul, speaking of God’s deliverance of his companions and himself:] He 
delivered us from so great a risk of death, and he will deliver us. We have set 
our hope on him that he will deliver us yet again, …    2 Corinthians 1:10 NET

… and set your hope on Jesus Christ’s return

[Paul, to Titus:] At the same time we can expect what we hope for – the 
appearance of the glory of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ.    Titus 
2:13 GOD’S WORD®

[�* We should wait in hope for Jesus Christ’s glorious appearance, with all 
that will follow.]
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�¾Hope is vital for faith

[Paul, to the Colossian believers:] For we have heard of your faith in Christ 
Jesus and of your love for all God’s people. 5When the true message, the 
Good News, first came to you, you heard about the hope it offers. So your 
faith and love are based on what you hope for, which is kept safe for you in 
heaven.    Colossians 1:4–5 GNT

[ �* Hope stimulates and supports ongoing faith, which has as its focus what 
we hope for.]

�¾Do not be afraid – trust in God

[David:] When I am afraid, I will trust you. 4I praise God for his word. I 
trust God, so I am not afraid. What can human beings do to me?   Psalms 
56:3–4 NCV™

[�* In having faith in God, we should not be afraid. As the following 
subsections indicate, we likewise should not worry or trust in other things.]

�¾Do not worry – trust God with your concerns

Do not worry about anything, but pray and ask God for everything you 
need, always giving thanks. 7And God’s peace, which is so great we cannot 
understand it, will keep your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus.    Philippians 
4:6–7 NCV™

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23.  Loving, Fearing and Obeying God

[�* Love and fear are two emotions or attitudes that we should have 
towards God, and arguably they stand alone as such. Both love and fear of 
God are closely associated with obeying him. They are very strong, 
compelling emotions and provide the primary emotional motivation for 
obeying God (cf. Deuteronomy 10:12–13). Moreover, the Bible indicates 
that our love and fear of God are actually expressed mainly in obeying him.]

�¾Love God with all your heart – which is most important

Jesus answered: Love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul, and 
mind. 38This is the first and most important commandment. 39The second 
most important commandment is like this one. And it is, “Love others as 
much as you love yourself.” 40All the Law of Moses and the Books of the 
Prophets are based on these two commandments.    Matthew 22:37–40 CEV

�¾Love for God and Jesus Christ is shown by obeying them

We show our love for God by obeying his commandments, and they are not 
hard to follow.    1 John 5:3 CEV

Jesus replied: If anyone loves me, they will obey me. Then my Father will 
love them, and we will come to them and live in them. 24But anyone who 
doesn’t love me, won’t obey me.    John 14:23–24a CEV

�¾Fear God …

Let the whole earth fear the LORD! Let all who live in the world stand in 
awe of him!    Psalms 33:8 NET

… However, God’s people should not live in fear of his punishment

[John, to believers:] God is love, and those who live in love live in union 
with God and God lives in union with them. 17Love is made perfect in us in 
order that we may have courage on Judgment Day; and we will have it 
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because our life in this world is the same as Christ’s. 18There is no fear in 
love; perfect love drives out all fear. So then, love has not been made 
perfect in anyone who is afraid, because fear has to do with punishment.    
1 John 4:16b–18 GNT

[ �* In v. 18 “love” appears to be referring to the love of God that appears in 
the Christian – the love that God has for them and they in turn show to 
others (v. 16), revealing themselves to be like God or Christ (v. 17b). 
Knowing and expressing such love drives out fear of punishment from God 
(v. 18) – particularly as those who live in love live in God, and God in them 
(v. 16b). Knowledge of such love cannot coexist with anxious fear of God’s 
punishment, for they are not compatible. As such we can look towards 
Judgment Day with courage and confidence (v. 17).]

�¾Do not fear anything but God

[God, to Isaiah:] People are saying that others make plans against them, but 
you should not believe them. Don’t be afraid of what they fear; do not 
dread those things. 13But remember that the LORD All-Powerful is holy. He 
is the one you should fear; he is the one you should dread.    Isaiah 8:12–
13 NCV™

[�* Note that if a person truly fears God, they are effectively unable to 
fear anyone or anything else.]

�¾Fearing God is closely associated with obeying him, compelling us 
to avoid doing evil

[A wise teacher:] Having heard everything, I have reached this conclusion: 
Fear God and keep his commandments, because this is the whole duty of 
man.    Ecclesiastes 12:13 NET

Through loyal love and truth iniquity is appeased; through fearing the 
LORD one avoids evil.    Proverbs 16:6 NET

�¾Obey God always – forever

[A psalmist, to God:] I will always obey your law, for ever and ever.    
Psalms 119:44 GNT
